I, Martin Alamisi Amidu of Plot No. 355, North Legon Residential Area, Accra, make oath and
say as follows:

1. Iam the Plaintiff/1® Respondent and the deponent herein and the beneficiary of the
ruling and order of this Court dated 16™ November 2016 to examine orally on oath
the 3™ Defendant/Applicant herein which the 31 Defendant/Applicant seeks to
discharge or reverse by his application filed in this Court on 23 November 2016.



. I'was served with the application to discharge or reverse the said ruling and order in
the Court room at 9.37 am on 24 November 2016, the day I was to examine the 3™
Defendant/Applicant in the Court, consequently aborting the examination for the day.

. 1 admit paragraphs 1, 3, and 5, and the paragraphs immediately following also
numbered 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 15, 16, 18, and 24 of the 3™ Defendant/Applicant’s
supporting affidavit to his application.

. Ido not admit paragraphs 11, 12, 13, and 14 of the 3 Defendant/Applicant’s
affidavit in so far as it creates the impression or seeks to convey as a fact that there
was a genuine intention on the part of the 2% Respondent and the 3%
Defendant/Applicant to have the 3" Defendant/Applicant to refund part of the monies
ordered by this Court.

. I'say in addition to the foregoing paragraph that the cheque and receipt exhibited to
paragraph 13 of the 31 Defendant/Applicant’s supporting affidavit does not support
any payment and receipt of GHC4, 000, 000. 00 to the consolidated fund as refund to
the Republic of Ghana: the Economic and Organized Crime Office has no business
with the order to refund the monies by this Court to the Republic of Ghana.

. Save that the 2" Respondent, (the Attorney General), has given the appearance of
taking steps to enforce the order of this Court dated 29" J uly 2014 the paragraph
serially numbered 4 of the 3™ Defendant/Applicant’s supporting affidavit is denied.

. Save that in a letter dated 27" October 2016 the 3™ Defendant/Applicant’s Solicitors
in specific reaction to the aforesaid order of this Court for the examination orally on
oath of 3" Defendant/Applicant informed the 2 Respondent, (the Attorney General),
that in consequence of that order the 3™ Defendant/Applicant “has a clear intention to
pay the said judgment debt....by installment given the opportunity contrary to any
perception otherwise”, without any accompanying proposals or asking for a meeting
to discuss same, paragraph 10 of the supporting affidavit is denied.

. I deny paragraphs 17, 19, 20, 21, 22, 23, 25, 26, 27, 28, 29 and 30 of the 3™
Defendant/Applicant’s supporting affidavit.

- Ialso say in answer to the paragraph serially numbered 4 of the supporting affidavit
that the decisions and order made by this Court on 29% July 2014 was made in my
favour as the Plaintiff representing the Constitutional Public interest of the Republic
against both the 1% Respondent therein, (herein 2™ Respondent the Attorney General)
and the 3™ Defendant/Applicant (therein 3™ Respondent).
